However, when we look beyond the
surface appearance, it becomes clear that this formerly
divided city and region are still going through a challeng-
ing change process since the fall of the Wall in 1989.

ompared to many other large cities and regions in
CGermany, the Berlin-Brandenburg economy is lack-
ing in larger enterprises and strong supplier linkages.
Dynamic and declining economic sectors, regions and
suburbs are located next to each other. During the last 20
years the city and the surrounding rural territories had to
completely change their production processes, economic

and physical infrastructure and their people’s mindsets.

Territorial challenges everywhere require change agents

and change initiatives to overcome territorial economic

and institutional disparities as well as to create urban-

rural economic linkages.

CoSTS AND LOCATION

The early bird tuition fee of the Summer Academy is

€1.490,00 (19% VAT included).

Berlin is not included.
